Location:  100 Borden Street, Providence, Rhode Island 
Steere House is located on the campus of Rhode Island Hospital. Our home is easily accessed from Route 95 and downtown Providence and other nearby hospitals, making it convenient for families and attending physicians.

Founded:  In 1874 by several by the congregation of the Beneficent Church, Providence as the Home for Aged Men.  The committee included Henry J. Steere, a philanthropist and first President of the organization. 
History:  Originally located on Point Street in Providence, the Home was moved to the corner of Chestnut and Clifford Streets in 1882.  Upon his death in 1889, he left $150,000 for the construction of a new home.  This bequest enabled the organization to build the Broad Street location, where services were provided until 1990, when the organization was renamed Steere House and moved to its current site.  
Facility:  The present three story location is a 120-bed, freestanding skilled nursing facility, offering two Medicare/Medicaid certified, secure living environments for residents with Alzheimer’s disease and other related dementias, as well as short-term skilled rehabilitation services. 
Leadership and Staff:  The Steere House Leadership Team are experienced healthcare and nursing professionals.  This Team and their staff include approximately 180 active in-house and contract personnel providing a full range of clinical and supportive services.

Steere House is a teaching facility for the Warren Alpert School of Medicine at Brown University and for the University Of Rhode Island Pharmacy School. Our physicians hold faculty appointments, and oversee the Geriatric Fellow program.  As part of our Mission, Steere House is committed to offering educational opportunities to employees and those who will be future care-giving professionals in the community.
Vital Statistics
Steere House Nursing & Rehabilitation Center consists of three resident units with a licensed capacity of 120 dually certified beds.  Our Alzheimer and Dementia Care programs have long been recognized for the quality and innovation in the Rhode Island community.  The short stay rehabilitation program has recently been expanded and is also known for its excellence in care.

We are an inner-city facility, with both residents and team members from our own South Providence neighborhood, enhancing the culture and diversity of our organization.
Our 6 feline friends are part of the advanced dementia care programs, enhancing the comfort, home like atmosphere and sense of peace our team is able to provide
Skilled Nursing
We deliver 4.46 nursing hours per patient, per day of direct care. Each resident is assigned a primary Certified Nursing Assistant (CNA), a concept known as consistent staffing.  A nurse practitioner sees residents regularly and enhances the coordination of care with other geriatric specialists. In many circumstances, Steere House is able to care for our resident avoiding hospitalization, thanks to an excellent in-house nursing team and our medical capabilities.  Following an illness or skilled rehabilitation, a therapy program ensures that residents maintain the highest possible level of functioning.
